| did not have time to write you from
Chicago before getting on the through
freight train with the cattle. | don’t
know what time | will reach Point of
Rocks - probably about Thursday
morning. | will phone to Mr. Laycock
after | get there about what time | will
want you to send a horse to meet me.
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| think | bought the cattle with the
money. Could have got them a little
cheaper if | had been there a few days
sooner. | don’t think | have slept over 6
hours all put together since | left
home. | am shipping the cattle over
the Baltimore and Ohio RR.

You don’t know how bad | want to get
home so | can rest and catch up with
sleep and | want to see you and the
babies awful bad. This the most
tiresome trip | ever took as | have
been on the train nearly all the time
since | left home and when | was off
had no chance to rest. Have not even
had time to eat any scarcely except
what | brought with me. | hope to be
at home Friday or Saturday. Kiss the
sweet ones for Papa.
